Although assignments are down by 3.2% as compared to the same period last year, overall revenue is down a bit less, only 2.4%. And, revenue from tonnage

surcharge is down only 0.2%. Total revenue from Zone charges (mileage) is down slightly more than the assignment decrease, with harbor shifts having a larger
decrease than the other zones combined. Many other categories had larger swings in the change between this year and last, but their respective percentage of
revenue is less significant. There were more pilot board assignments and fewer Seattle assignments.
