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DECLARATION OF JAMES POLARK IN SUPPORT OF STERICYCLE’S MOTION  FOR SUMMARY DETERMINATION



I, JAMES POLARK, declare as follows:


1.
I make this declaration based on my personal knowledge and am competent to testify to the matters addressed herein.


2.
I am a Vice President of Stericycle, Inc.  In 1996, I was Stericycle’s Chief Financial Officer (“CFO”).  In connection with my duties as CFO, I was directly involved in the 1996 transaction between Stericycle, Inc. and Waste Management, Inc. and certain Waste Management subsidiaries, including Waste Management of Washington, Inc. (at that time known as “Washington Waste Hauling and Recycling, Inc.”).

A copy of the Asset Purchase Agreement between Stericycle, Inc. and the Waste Management companies, dated December 20, 1996, is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  Exhibit 1 is a true and correct copy of the Asset Purchase Agreement, dated December 20, 1996, as executed, except that only those portions of Schedules 1-3 related to Waste Management’s Washington state assets, customer accounts, service locations and truck domiciles are attached.  The omitted portions of these schedules are voluminous and involve customers, assets and facilities in other states or jurisdictions and are, therefore, not relevant to these proceedings.

Pursuant to the 1996 Asset Purchase Agreement referenced above, Waste Management, Inc. and its subsidiaries sold the majority of their biomedical waste assets and business nationwide to Stericycle, including all of Waste Management of Washington, Inc.’s biomedical waste customer accounts, assets and business in Washington.
