Whether the petitioner’s rate charged of King County pursuant to Schedule 48 was fair, just, reasonable and in the interest of the residents and ratepayers of King County.

King County intends to fully participate in proceedings herein to represent its own interests and that of its wastewater treatment rate payers.  King County has not decided at this time whether to submit written testimony or exhibits or call witnesses, but reserves the right to do so.
