It's critical that the UTC does everything it can to protect people suffering from illness, unemployment, and
underemployment. | urge you to reject the utilities’ deferred accounting petitions and issue a statement calling for
shared sacrifice from the utilities during this unprecedented time. Utilities are not guaranteed profit and are not
exhibiting any signs of financial trouble from the pandemic. Yet these deferred accounting petitions will virtually
guarantee hundreds of millions in profit for shareholders and executives.
