6. GENERAL


a.   Ownership of Facilities:  The Company shall own, operate, and maintain all facilities that              it installs or provides pursuant to this schedule.

b. Prior Contracts:  Nothing herein contained shall affect the rights or obligations of the Company under any previous agreements pertaining to existing or future facilities of greater than 15,000 Volts within any Conversion Area.

7. USE OF CUSTOMER-PROVIDED TRENCHES BY OTHER UTILITIES:  Other utilities may be permitted by the Customer to use the Customer-provided trenches for the installation of their facilities, so long as such facilities, or the installation thereof, do not interfere with the installation, operation or maintenance of the Company's Underground Distribution System.  Any change to the Company's design to accommodate such use will be deemed to be a Customer Requested Change.

8. DELAY OF SERVICE:  Service under this schedule may be delayed by the Company for any the following reasons: (i) the Company has not received the Operating Rights, (ii) equipment, materials or labor force are not reasonably available, (iii) Trenching and Restoration is delayed through no fault of the Company or is not to Company specifications, (iv) any of the Customer's obligations under this schedule are delayed or incomplete, or (v) the Customer fails to request service under this schedule or to provide information to the Company regarding the requested conversion with sufficient advance notice to meet a construction schedule requested by the Customer.  The Company shall not be subject to any cost or liability for any such delay of service.

9. CANCELLATION:  If a Customer cancels a project undertaken under this schedule, the Customer shall pay the Company all of the costs incurred by the Company to the date of such cancellation, plus any future costs that cannot be avoided.  If construction of a project has not commenced within one (1) year after the Company has provided an estimate of the costs for such project, such project shall be deemed to be cancelled.  The Customer shall pay all costs incurred by the Company due to cancellation, including, without limitation, costs incurred to design the project, within thirty (30) days after receipt of the Company's invoice therefor.
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
