14. ENGINEERING FEES – If the Customer requests estimated costs for a conversion under the terms of this schedule, the Company may, at its option, require that the Customer pay in advance the estimated costs of providing such estimate.

15. Relocation of the UNDERGROUND Distribution System – The cost of relocation of any facilities installed on any Public Thoroughfare under this schedule, other than facilities installed on a Public Thoroughfare under the provisions of paragraph 5.b of this schedule, prior to the expiration of twenty (20) years after completion of a conversion shall be born by the party requesting or requiring such relocation.  The cost of any future relocation of any facilities installed on property other than a Public Thoroughfare shall be born by the party requesting or requiring such relocation. 

16. COST OF TRANSFORMERS – The cost of transformers shall be as follows for each single or multi- family unit served by the Underground Distribution System:
