PUBLIC COUNSEL STATUS REPORT REGARDING PSE CUSTOMER NOTICE


1. Public Counsel files this status report pursuant to the Prehearing Conference Order in this matter.
  Representatives of Public Counsel, Puget Sound Energy (PSE), and the Commission’s Consumer Protection and Communications (CPC) staff have conferred regarding the PSE customer notice since shortly after the Prehearing Conference.    As stated in the status report filed July 22, 2009, the parties were unable to reach agreement on the form and content of notice by the initial status report deadline.  The parties requested a new status report date of August 24, 2009.

2. PSE, CPC, and Public Counsel representatives have continued to confer and exchange drafts.  As of August 19, 2009, the parties concurred that the status of negotiations was as 
follows:  PSE’s proposed customer notice is acceptable to CPC staff, but not acceptable in its current form to Public Counsel.   

Accordingly, the parties have concluded discussions on the customer notice.   It is Public Counsel’s understanding that PSE intends to proceed with the issuance of the customer notice in upcoming billing cycles.  
3. Public Counsel will make a separate filing shortly regarding its objections to the PSE customer notice.
