e. Customer:  The person or entity (including, without limitation, any partnership, firm, corporation, municipality, cooperative organization, governmental agency, or owner of property in the Conversion Area) requesting, requiring or causing replacement of the Company's existing overhead distribution system with an Underground Distribution System.  A person or entity requesting such replacement because of zoning, building or other requirements imposed by a governmental authority shall be deemed to be the Customer.

f. Temporary Service:  Temporary Service shall have the meaning set forth in the General Rules and Provisions of the Company's electric Tariff G and, in addition, shall mean (i) limited overhead facilities that, at the request of the Customer, the Company may elect in its sole discretion to leave in place within the Conversion Area after installation of the Underground Distribution System and/or (ii) limited overhead or underground facilities that, at the request of the Customer, the Company may elect in its sole discretion to install concurrently with the installation of the Underground Distribution System, and that, in each case, will be used to provide overhead distribution service within the Conversion Area for such period as the Company may deem in its sole discretion to be necessary under the circumstances, (e.g., to accommodate other demolition or construction projects within the Conversion Area).  Temporary Service shall be limited to a term of 18 months from the date of installation, unless the Company agrees to extend such term.

g.  Cost of the Conversion:  The Cost of the Conversion shall be the sum of the actual labor, materials and overheads and all other costs to install the Main Distribution System and cost of removal of the existing electrical facilities less the salvage value of the facilities removed.  The cost of removal and salvage value of existing overhead facilities utilized to provide Temporary Service and the other costs associated with Operating Rights in accordance with paragraph 5 of this Schedule shall be included in the Cost of the Conversion.  The Cost of Conversion shall not include any costs of Trenching and Restoration, obtaining Operating Rights pursuant to paragraph 5 of this schedule, Customer Requested Changes, the cost of delays or overtime labor costs unless such overtime labor costs are included in the Company’s initial estimate.

h. Public Thoroughfare:  Any municipal, county, state, federal or other public road, highway or other throughway and all public rights-of-way on either side thereof. 
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
