9.
DEPOSITS:

A.
Deposit Requirements for Current Residential Customers. 


The Company may collect a deposit from current residential customers when: 

1.
At any time during the prior twelve months, the Company has sent the customer three or more delinquency notices;
2.
The Company has disconnected the customer's residential service for nonpayment; or
3.
There is a prior customer living at the residence who owes a past-due bill to the Company for service at that address.
B.
Deposit Requirements for Residential Applicants. 


The Company may collect a deposit from an applicant for residential service only if:
1.
The applicant has met any of the conditions described in section (A) above as a prior customer of the Company or as a customer of another electric utility;

2.
The applicant is not able to demonstrate continuous employment during the prior twelve consecutive months and neither is currently employed nor has a regular source of income;

3.
The applicant does not own or is not purchasing the premises to be served;

4.
There is a prior customer living at the residence who owes a past-due bill to the Company at that address; or

5.
The applicant has an unpaid, overdue balance owing to any electric or gas utility for residential service.
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
