(4)  facilities that are requested or required to be relocated on private or public property adjacent to the public rights-of-way previously occupied by said facilities unless the requesting party provides Operating Rights over, under, through or across such property at no cost to the Company; or

(5)  facilities located on public rights-of-way that were converted from overhead to underground under the provisions of Schedule 70 or 71 and were located on the public rights-of-way by agreement that provided that the Company would be reimbursed for relocation in perpetuity.

b. Relocations from a location on private or public property (excluding public rights-of-way) where the Company does not have any existing Operating Rights, including prescriptive rights.

c. Relocations for the convenience of the Company.

5.  LOCATION, DESIGN AND COST - The Company in its sole judgment shall determine the appropriate location, design, phase, voltage, and capacity for the facilities relocated under this schedule. The Cost of a Relocation shall be 100% of the Company's costs.  However, any cost to increase the capacity, voltage or phase over and above the existing facilities, which was not requested or required to serve the Party or Parties requesting the Relocation or any Customer served by the relocated system shall be born by the Company.

6.  OPERATING RIGHTS shall be obtained, at no cost to the Company, by the governmental authority, municipality, Customer(s) or individual (in the singular, “Party,” or in the plural, “Parties”) requesting the Relocation, prior to the commencement of Relocation of said facilities.  Operating Rights shall be granted to the Company pursuant to instruments in form and substance satisfactory to the Company and secured at no cost to the Company.  Relocation of existing facilities located by right of an easement or prescriptive right shall only occur when a new easement in form and substance satisfactory to the Company is provided to the Company for the new location.  Upon request of Party requesting the Relocation, the Company will obtain Operating Rights at the expense of the Party requesting the Relocation, subject to all other terms and conditions provided in this paragraph, and collect from the Party the associated cost.
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
