This letter will provide a brief reply to the Response to Complainants' Motion to Compel Responses to Discovery which is dated January 23, 2012.
A Supplemental Response to Data Request 1-8 was recently received.  While that Supplemental Response is arguably not fully responsive, it has been determined to try to obtain the necessary information through additional data requests.  Thus, the discovery dispute related to Data Request 1-8 should not be viewed as active at this time.

On the discovery dispute related to Data Request 1-7, it seems incongruous that parties can avoid discovery of agreements simply by saying that the agreements are confidential and may not be disclosed to any third parties.  If that is an effective way of avoiding discovery, it can be assumed that all agreements would contain such language.  
The Washington Independent Telecommunications Association and the Washington Exchange Carrier Association respectfully request that the Commission issue an order compelling full and complete responses to Data Requests 1-7 and the Third Set of Data Requests.
