JOINT MOTION FOR SIX-DAY EXTENSION OF TIME FOR FILING RESPONSIVE TESTIMONY  




The Respondent, Union Pacific Railroad (“UPRR”), by and through its attorney, Carolyn L. Larson, of Dunn Carney Allen Higgins & Tongue LLP, the City of Fife (“City”), by and through its attorney, Loren D. Combs, of VSI Law Group, PLLC, and the staff of the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission (“UTC”), by and through their attorney, Fronda Woods, Assistant Attorney General, hereby stipulate to and request that the Commission enter an Order extending the deadline for filing rebuttal testimony and exhibits and cross-answering testimony and exhibits from September 24, 2010, to September 30, 2010.  The extension of time is requested for two reasons: 

(1) The UTC staff has served UPRR with interrogatories that will be due on September 23 (not including any extension of the due date that UPRR may find it necessary to seek). Even if UPRR is able to respond by September 23, 2010, the UTC will have inadequate time to review the responses in time to prepare its responsive testimony; and

(2) UPRR and the City continue to explore settlement options, with the goal of having a proposal the Fife City Council can review at its September 21 work session or September 28 council meeting. If successful, the parties will seek a further amendment to the procedural schedule to vacate the due date for responsive testimony and set back the hearing to give time for UPRR, the City and the UTC staff to formalize the settlement.
