PETITION FOR APPROVAL OF USF DISAGGREGATION PLAN


1.
Pursuant to 47 CFR 315 (c) CenturyTel of Washington, Inc, and CenturyTel of Inter Island, Inc. (jointly “CenturyTel”) hereby submit for Commission review and approval their proposal for disaggregation and targeting of Federal Universal Service Support.  The address for Petitioners is:

CenturyTel submits this disaggregation proposal pursuant to requirements established in 47 CFR 315 and FCC Order  01-157 released May 23, 2001 in CC Docket No. 96-45.

CenturyTel of Washington, Inc. and CenturyTel of Inter Island, Inc. operate a single combined study area in Washington (Study Area Code No. 522408).  The Commission has previously (before the effective date of the FCC’s rules on disaggregation) authorized an additional Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in portions of CenturyTel’s Study Area Code No. 533408.  (See Second Supplemental Order Granting Petition for Designation as Eligible Telecommunications Carriers, Docket No. UT-970345, dated December 30, 1999).  Therefore CenturyTel’s disaggregation proposal is subject to the provision of FCC rules (47 CFR 315 (a)) addressing the situation where an ETC was designated before the effective date of the FCC rules.  Given the constraints set forth therein, CenturyTel submits this disaggregation proposal as a Path 2 submission under the FCC rules (47 CFR 315 (c)).

CenturyTel’s plan for disaggregation and targeting of USF support is set forth in Attachment 1 to this filing.  As is fully described in the Plan (Attachment 1), the proposal divides CenturyTel’s wire centers into two support zones determined by relative costs of the wire centers.  A support amount per line per month by support category was developed for each of the two cost zones and is identified in Paragraph 5 of the Plan narrative.  Placement of CenturyTel’s 75 wire centers into either Support Zone 1 or Support Zone 2 is delineated on Exhibit 1 to Attachment 1 and on the Map identified as Exhibit 2 to Attachment 1.

CenturyTel submits that its proposed Plan distributes support to lines consistent with relative costs throughout the study area. CenturyTel submits that under the Plan, the product of all lines in each support zone times the per line support for each support category equals CenturyTel’s total current authorized USF support.  CenturyTel’s proposed Plan complies in all other respects with the requirements of 47 CFR 315 (e) and therefore should be approved by the Commission.
