Discussion

Bed Rock, Inc., and Tri-State Motor Transit Co. filed joint application GA-79319 in docket TG-041894.  GA-79319 is an application for transfer of all rights under Solid Waste Collection Certificate No. G-206 from Tri-State Motor Transit Co. to Bed Rock, Inc., d/b/a Tri-State Motor Transit Co.  The application appeared on the Commission’s November 8, 2004, application docket.  No one filed a protest during the 30-day protest period.  No one filed a petition to intervene.  

Certificate No. G-206 authorizes the collection of radioactive waste from Bremerton, Washington and the Exxon Nuclear Company at Richland, Washington to U.S. Ecology at Hanford, Washington; and radioactive waste and radioactive materials from points in the state of Washington to U.S. Ecology at Hanford, restricted to truckloads only.

The application includes a copy of a January, 2002, order issued by the United States Bankruptcy Court, Western District of Missouri regarding TRISM, INC., et al., (including Tri-State Motor Transit, Inc.), in a Chapter 11 Bankruptcy proceeding authorizing the sale of certain assets and assumption and assignment of certain contracts and leases to Bed Rock, Inc. 

Bed Rock, Inc., d/b/a Tri-State Motor Transit, is an interstate motor carrier with a satisfactory safety rating and authority to transport commodities including hazardous materials.  

Under the provisions of RCW 81.77.040, the Commission may grant an application with or without hearing when there is no existing certificate holder authorized to provide solid waste collection service in the territory requested.  Further, any certificate may be sold, assigned, leased, transferred, or inherited as property, but only on authorization by the Commission.

The transferee will adopt the transferor’s tariff and the application includes a completed tariff adoption notice.

Recommendation

No hearing is required in this application and there are no issues that suggest staff should ask the Commission to set the application for hearing.  Therefore, I recommend this application be forwarded to Licensing Staff to process and prepare an order to grant the application without a hearing.
