BACKGROUND

1 On June 14, 2006, Mosquito Fleet, LLC, BC-125, (company) filed a petition with the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission (Commission) seeking to temporarily discontinue Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday service on their passenger boat runs between Everett and Friday Harbor from June 29, 2006, through July 31, 2006.  The petition seeks to offset in part the increased fuel expenses and decreasing passenger loads currently being experienced.
2 The company has provided advance public notice of the proposed changes through press releases, port notifications, putting the changes on brochures and tract racks, and notice to their travel partners.

The temporary discontinuation of service on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday shall be effective from June 29, 2006, through July 31, 2006.
