Child Baggage not
exceeding one (1) piece (50 Ibs total) will be transported for free. Additional baggage will be charged at rates found
in ltems 200-250. No single parcel is to weigh more than 75 Ibs.

Baggage will be insured for the same up to $100.00 for each adult fare and up to $50.00 for each half fare. The
company will not be responsible for values beyond this. Personal items beyond these values must be insured by the
traveler.
